During November 2007, the country recorded lessyrdays than the previous month, with low intensity
of precipitation during the first and second dekddasring the third dekad, weather remained dry.nWit
regard to temperature, most of the provinces in lazata recorded slightly lower temperature thantter
same month 2006. Maximum temperature was recordedoh Kong (32.0 °C), and minimum
temperature in Kompong Thom (19.0 °C). Daily averegjative humidity values ranged from 65% to
85%. During the third dekad, airflow was observeht the north (N) and Northeast(NE).

Distribution of Rainfall in November 2007

The map shows the distribution of rainfall across
the country in 23 stations. During the month of
November, the highest rainfalls (between 120 and
160 mm) were recorded in Pailin, followed by

Bassac, Battambang, Shihanouk Ville, Takeo and
SvayReing. The lowest rainfalls (between 20 and
40 mm) were recorded in the provinces of
Siemreap, Kratie, Kompong Chhnang, Kandal and
Prey Veng. Other provinces reported rainfall

between 41mm and 120mm.

In November 2007, the climate was more

favorable for crop production in the country.

Rainfall distribution was appropriate to rice

production. But at the end of November, the

whole country received no rain and, due to

strong wind from the north, rice fell down in - Dira fiald i
the fields. This made it difficult for farmers to Figure & Rice field in Kampong Chhnang
harvest. Most of the provinces still had water

surplus during ripening period. Harvesting has

started in most parts of the country with the

early rice and upland rice. Yield is estimated

to be from 1.80 tons/ha to 2.50 tons/ha.

Medium rice is being harvested in most of the

country, with yield estimated at 2.80 tons/ha.

Farmers are now harvesting medium and late,
rice. About 67% of the total cultivated areas,
i.e. 2,241,020 ha, have already been
harvested. The average vyield is estimated to
be 2.3 tons/ha. This represents an increase of
about 0.2 tons/ha compared with last year.

The map shows yield estimated across the
country in 24 provinces. In November, the
highest vyields, between 2.7 and 3.9 tons/ha,
were recorded in Pailin, Kampong Cham,
Kandal, Takeo, Prey Veng, Kratie and Stueng
Treng. The lowest yields, between 1.5 and
2.0 tons/ha, were recorded in Mondulkiri,
Rotanakiri, Otdar Mean Chey and Siem Reap.
