- Crop yield forecast for year 2007-2008:in general lower yields in the Northern and Eastern parts of 
the country (from 1.2 to 1.8 tons/ha) and higher yields in the southern and Western parts (from 2.2 to 
3.4 tons/ha) (see map).  
 

 
 
This bulletin aims at informing decision-makers, analysts and technicians of the crop situation during the 
agricultural campaign. Plans are to publish it every month from September 2007 until January 2008. This 
is the second issue. The bulletin is produced through collaboration between Ministry of Agriculture 
Forestry and Fisheries (MAFF) and the Ministry of Water Resource and Meteorology (MoWRAM). It 
includes information on climatic conditions and a forecast of rice yield and production, using crop 
condition monitoring and forecasting techniques (see:  http://www.foodsec.org/tr/cm/CM_Box_4.pdf for 
more information).

South West Monsoon has continued 
dominate over the country during October 
2007. It brought clouds with high intensity 
of precipitation in particular during the 
first and second dekads. High level of 
rainfall was recorded in the southern part 
of the country while the North-West and 
Ratanakri registered low rainfall. Some 
provinced continued to receive well-
distributed rainfall in October, as 
SiemReap, Svay Reing, Stung Treng, 
Kompong Cham, Kompong Cham and 
Sihanoul Ville,  maintaining adequate soil 
moisture for rice growth. 
With regard to the temperature, most 
provinces in Cambodia recorded normal 
temperature during this month. Maximum 
temperature recorded was 33..°C in Kratie 
while minimum temperature was observed 
21 °C in Kompong Thom. Daily average 
relative humidity ranged from 70% to 90%. During the third dekad wind direction was observed from the 
north (N). This brought widespread light rainfall almost all over the country.  
 

 
 
During the month of October, the highest 
rainfall was recorded in Takeo with 487 mm 
followed by Svayreing 392 mm, Bassac 385 
mm, Kampot 348 mm and Sihanouk Ville 
314 mm. Other provinces reported rainfall  
between 97 and 270 mm. The lowest rainfall 
of 38 mm was recorded in Preah Vihear.  
For month of Oct 2007,  the overall amount 
of  rainfall was recorded  higher than the 
same month in 2006. Provinces Kratie, 
Svayreing, Bassac  Kampot, Kompong Spue, 
and Takeo rainfall was recorded 
significantly higher than the same month 
2006 from 79mm to 363mm. While 

provinces Seimreap, Ratanakiri and Koh 
Kong,  was recorded significantly lower  than 
the same month 2006. from 110mm to 304 
mm. 
Comparing with the long term average, the overall amount of rainfall of year 2007 was recorded  slightly 
higher  than the same month of long term average, 66mm. Provinces Svayreing, Sihanouk Ville, Bassac  
and Takeo rainfall was recorded higher than long term average from  84mm to 192mm. Provinces Bantey 
mean Chey, Prey Veng, Siemreap, Battambang and Ratanakiri rainfall was recorded lower than long term 
average from 59mm to 142mm.  

Rainfall situation 

Weather summary  October 2007 
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Average Temperature of Oct 2007 Compare with the same 
month of 2006
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Almost same temperatures were recorded in most 
stations during the month of October 2007 
compared with the same month in 2006. No 
significant change has occurred in temperature, 
except in some stations where the temperature 
was a big lower. The temperature difference for 
the month of October 2007 compared to the same 
month in 2006 is just 1.1°C lower for provinces 
Bantey Meanchey , 1.2°C for Kompong Cham 
and 0.8°C likely higher for Sihanouk Ville.  
(Figure 3). The temperature in this month had 
not affected significantly the crop growth. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Rice accounts for some 84 percent of annual food crop production, 91 percent of the cropped area and 
provides 68 percent of total energy requirement. It is grown mainly in the Central Mekong Basin and 
Delta and the Tonle Sap Plain. Lowland rained rice is the main rice crop and is cultivated during the wet 
May-December season. In October, the climate has been more favorable for crop production in the 
country, rainfall distribution has been virtuous for rice production. Most of the provinces have water 
surplus during flowering period in the country.    
                                                        

 
 

Figure 5 shows the results of the rice yield 
forecasting exercise, using crop condition 
monitoring and forecasting techniques. 
Northern and southern parts of the country 
have low average yields, ranging from 1.2 to 
1.8 tons/ha, including the Provinces of 
Mondulkiri, Otdar Mean Chey, Rotanakiri, 
Siem Reap, Svay Rieng, Kampong_Thom,  
Kampong_Chhnang, and Preah_Vihear. 
Other provinces in the South-West of the 
country such as Kampot, Kep_Town, 
Prey_Veng, Battambang, Krong Sihanouk, 
Takeo, Kampong_Cham, Kandal, Krong 
Pailin have much higher average yields, 
ranging from 2.2 to 3.4 tons/ha. Especially 
Krong Pailin have the average yield highest 
is 3.291 tons/ha.
